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Grandad’s Camper:
The children begin by exploring a dusty memory box from the attic which contains objects linked to Grandad’s memories of his time in the campervan with Gramps. Children create labels for the items, creating expanded noun phrases to enhance their descriptive writing and use these to support them in writing poetry linked to Grandad’s travels. They will practice writing in the past progressive by creating captions for the photo album and develop their skill at writing questions in role as the little girl by interviewing Grandad about his campervan adventures. They will then send a postcard home from Grandad and Gramps on their beach adventure before planning, drafting and editing a sequel for the book where Grandad and the little girl head off on their own campervan adventure.
The Owl and the Pussy-cat-
This is a two-week Writing Root for The Owl and the Pussy-cat by Edward Lear, illustrated by Charlotte Voake, in which children explore the themes of the poem, write in role as the characters, create fictitious interviews, create lists of items they can take on their honeymoon and eventually innovate upon the poem to create their own versions.


Maths:
Money:
We will be looking at counting money using pence and pounds, looking at choosing the correct number of notes and coins to make amounts as well as compare amounts of money. This will help the children to complete 2-step problems using money, as well as help to develop their skills in giving the correct change. 
Multiplication and Division:
We will begin the topic by making equal (and unequal) groups to help develop the children’s ability to make the connection between repeated addition and multiplication. We will then look at the 2-, 5- and 10-times tables, looking at different techniques to help them with this such as arrays and physical resources to help with grouping and sharing. 
Art- Portrait and Poses:
This project teaches children about portraiture. They analyse the portraits of Tudor monarchs and compare Tudor portraits and selfies today. They use photo editing software to create royal portraits. 
ICT- Questioning 
This unit is designed to help children learn about the importance of phrasing questions and that
certain data-handling resources are limited in the answers they can provide. We will look at pictograms and binary trees to help with these data questions. 
Music – Grandma Rap
We will be looking at composing 4-beat patterns with an accompaniment, as well as learning simple chants and rhythms individually and as a class. 






R.E. – Remembering- Holi
The children will be thinking about the concept of remembering, and how this can be reflected in the way Hindu’s remember Vishnu at Holi. Within this, we will also discover how we can creatively remember events or people in our own lives. 
Spring 1 Term
Year 2 Topic Web




Science: Human Survival
This project teaches children about the basic needs of humans for survival, including the importance of exercise, nutrition and good hygiene. They learn how human offspring grow and change over time into adulthood.
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Design and Technology- 
Cooking and Nutrition:
This project teaches children about sources of food and tools used for food preparation. They also discover why some foods are cooked and learn to read a simple recipe. The children choose and make a new school meal that fulfils specific design criteria.
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	History- Magnificent Monarchs:
This project teaches children about the English and British monarchy from AD 871 to the present day. Using timelines, information about royal palaces, portraits and other historical sources, they build up an understanding of the monarchs and then research six of the most significant sovereigns.


P.E.
Indoor P.E.- Gymnastics.
We will be developing our skills of balancing, travelling, jumping and rolling individually and in combination to create short sequences and movement phrases. 
Outdoor P.E- Invasion Games (team games)
With Coach Toby, the children will be looking at invasion games to use and develop skills of sending and receiving (hands and feet) as well as dribbling.  
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
