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This half term in Geography we are going to be learning about the UK. We will be learning about where the UK is and what countries make up the UK. We will also be looking at the physical and human features in each of the four parts in the United Kingdom (Scotland, Wales, Ireland and England).
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Maths

In Maths we will continue to build our knowledge of place value. We will continue to develop our calculation strategies by adding and subtracting numbers up to 20 using practical resources. 
We will also be learning to use our number bonds, tens frames and part part whole models to represent the calculations we do. We will be using these skills to help us solve addition and subtraction problems and learning about doubling and near doubling. 
We will also be focusing on our mental fluency – trying to recall number facts like number bonds quickly. 



PSHE:
We will focus on Dreams and Goals. The children will talk about setting simple goals, how to achieve them as well as overcoming difficulties when they try. The children learn to recognise the feelings associated with facing obstacles to achieving their goals as well as when they achieve them. They discuss partner working and how to do this well.
English: 

One of the big foci we have in Year 1, is our Phonics sessions. We will be having phonics every day where we will be learning a new sound and during these sessions we will also read in our small phonics groups. Please keep reading every day with your children and practise the words and sounds sent home in their tins as this really makes a difference to their reading and writing. 

In English we will start the term by using the story 
Dinosaurs and all that Rubbish by Michael Foreman, children explore the themes and ideas in the story, such as dreams, desires and how to keep the earth a nice place to call home. They create a variety of written outcomes including reports, setting descriptions, letters, instructions, retellings, simile sentences about their dreams, and eventually a class pamphlet about how to look after the planet – all to help the man in the story.


DT

In DT this term, we will be learning about joining and fixings. We will experiment with different ways to join two pieces of cardboard together. Children will then choose their favourite joining technique and use this to create a product which uses this technique (e.g. a jewellery box which is fitted together, or a simple toy). 

We may well need some boxes to help us in this so keep your eyes on Dojo for more information. 


P.E.
Indoor P.E. for this half-term is gym. We will be learning how to move around and jump, roll and move by using different patterns of flight. 

Outdoor P.E. continues to be led by the Chelsea football foundation on a Tuesday.  This half term the focus is on invasion games such as basketball and netball.
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In Music we will learn to echo sing, compose word patterns, improvise with mi-re-do and play a percussion ostinato. Activities will support pupils to understand the difference between pitched patterns and rhythm patterns, higher and lower.
Computing: 

In Computing, the children will be using the Purple Mash programme to support them with their learning. We will be developing our independence with login on , navigating purple mash, mouse skills and creating animated story books. 
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Forest School    
In Forest School we will continue experiencing our outdoor learning with Mrs Martin. 
R.E.
Our RE this half-term focuses on Special Clothes in Hinduism.
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Science: Materials 

During this topic, we will be talking about different materials. We will have the opportunity to touch natural and non-natural materials and notice the differences between them. 

We will walk around the school, noticing different materials and will have lots of opportunity to test different materials to see what they are useful for and what their properties are. 
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
