English 
The Dragon Machine:
This is a three-week Writing Root using the text The Dragon Machine by Helen Ward, in which children are initially engaged by noticing a dragon tail and then by going on a
dragon hunt across the school. Children then create a guide, exploring descriptive and positional language. They engage with the main character in the story’s thoughts and emotions through letter writing.
Ocean Meets Sky:
This is a three-week Writing Root based within the context of Ocean Meets Sky by the Fan Brothers. This beautiful and poignant story has stunning illustrations throughout
and explores themes of family, memory and loss. The sequence begins by introducing the authors to the children and highlighting the power of bookmaking/storytelling. 
Children are given a variety of meaningful writing opportunities throughout the sequence and gradually
build up the skills to write an extended fantasy story of their own.

Maths:
Mass, Capacity and Temperature:
The children will learn how to measure in millilitres and litres, grams and kilograms as well as looking at measures of temperatures. 
Fractions:
The children will learn about parts of a whole, equal and unequal parts, as well as learning to recognise a half, a third and a quarter. 
Time:
The children will be learning how to tell the time to the hour and to 5 minutes. They will also look at the minutes in an hour, half past and quarter past/to. 
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Science: Plant survival
This project teaches children about the growth of plants from seeds and bulbs. They observe the growth of plants first hand, recording changes over time and identifying what plants need to grow and stay healthy.













R.E. – God:
The children will learn about how Christians believe in God, and that they find out about God in the Bible. Christians believe God is loving, kind, fair and forgiving, and also Lord and King. Some stories show these Christian beliefs.
Christians worship God and try to live in ways that please him. 
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This project teaches children about the visual elements of flowers, including shape, texture, colour, pattern and form. They also explore various artistic methods, including drawing, printmaking and 3-D forms, using paper and clay.
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History- Local History:
The children will be learning about the history of Yateley, looking at maps of the area through time, as well as looking at different periods to discover what Yateley was like through the ages. 





	
Music – Swing-along with Shostakovich
The children will learn to create action patterns in 2- and 3-time, listen actively and mark the beat by tapping, clapping, and swinging to the music, listen and move, stepping a variety of rhythm patterns (‘walk’, ‘jogging’, ‘skipty’) and understand and explain how beats can be grouped into patterns and identify them.

P.E.
Indoor P.E.- Yoga:
The children will learn about mindfulness and body awareness. They will look to improve well being by building strength, flexibility, coordination and balance. 
Outdoor P.E- Striking and Fielding Games:
With Coach Toby, the children will be working on their defending (fielding) and attacking (batting) skills, playing games such as rounders, and cricket. 






Geography- Out and About in Yateley and India:
The children will be learning about what is special about our local area, looking at maps and globes of Yateley. They will then look at Silvapura Bangalore, and discover how it is similar/different to our local area.
