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Indoor P.E. for this half-term is dance, where we will explore states of matter in movements, before moving to the unit ‘The Twist’. 

Outdoor P.E. continues to be led by the Chelsea football foundation on a Monday. 

Geography
Our Geography unit for this half term is focused around biomes and climate zones. The aim of the unit is for children to improve knowledge and understanding of different biomes and climate zones, before answering the question ‘Which biome is the easiest to live in?’

In each Geography
lesson, the children
will have a key 
question to explore.
At the end of the 
lesson, they will then 
answer the question, 
applying all of the 
knowledge they have learnt within the lessons.
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Science: States of Matter 
This unit will focus on the properties of solids, liquids and gases. They will observe how materials change state as they are heated and cooled, and learn key terminology associated with these processes.
Maths

In the first part of the half term, we will continue our learning of fractions, before moving on to decimals money and time.

Children have brought home a times table booklet for practise should you wish to do so.

The children will be practicing their times tables for morning work and can apply this knowledge to different multiplication games during lessons. The Multiplication Tables Check (MTC) is rapidly approaching so it is critical that children are regularly practicing these at home, as well as in school.

PSHE
In PSHE, we are going to continue with our MyHappyMind learning, this time focussing on the appreciate unit. We will also be moving to their PSHE scheme.
Art
In Art this half term, our project is called ‘Animals’. This project teaches children about the historical and cultural portrayal of animals in art. They study the visual qualities of animals through sketching, printmaking and clay modelling.

English and Reading
In English, we will looking at ‘The Baker by the Sea’ by Paula White. Throughout the unit, children will produce outcomes such as job applications, advertisements, setting descriptions, letters in role, before producing a tourist brochure as their end outcome.

Then, we will focus our writing around the book ‘Weslandia’. At the end of our unit, the children will be writing a descriptive brochure as a non-chronological report about their own civilisation.

For Whole Class reading, we will be consolidating the 7 strands of reading and focusing on answering written comprehension questions which require an explanation. 
Our Destination Reader book focus will be The Highland Falcon Thief by M G Leonard, before moving to The Last Firefox by Lee Newbury.

Please support your children with reading daily. Reading records should be taken home and returned to school every day in order to count reads and record reading sessions. It has been fantastic to see some children moving through the ‘Rocket Reader’ scheme.



R.E.
Our RE this half-term focuses on the concept of ‘creation’. We will look at creation stories from different religions, consider the value of these stories to religious believers and how it has an impact on people’s lives.

Children will be learning about clothes and uniform.
Computing: 

In Computing, the children will
 continue using the Purple Mash
programme to support them with
their learning. Our unit for this half
term is coding, where we will be consolidating and developing our learning from previous years, focussing on creating more in-depths codes and programmes.

Our Sing Up unit for this half term is called ‘Global Pentatonics’ and we will also start a unit called ‘The horse in motion’, where we will create music inspired by one of the first ever motion pictures that shows the movement of a horse, composing to a moving image, graphic score, orchestration, ostinatos, dynamics.
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
