Things to do and make
· States of Matter Experiments – Freeze water into ice, then melt it and heat it carefully (with an adult) to see how it changes. Can you describe what happens at each stage?
· Biome Diorama – Create a mini biome using a shoebox. You could make a desert, rainforest or tundra using craft materials.
· Weather Chart – Keep a daily record of the weather for a week. Can you spot any patterns?
· Animal Art – Draw or sculpt your favourite animal using clay, junk materials or natural objects.

Music Opportunities
· Sound and Movement – Create sounds to represent solids, liquids and gases. How would each one move differently?
· Create a Rhythm – Use everyday objects (pots, pans, containers) to create repeating patterns (ostinatos).
· Music and Mood – Listen to music from different cultures and discuss how it reflects different parts of the world and their biome.
Outdoor learning
· States of Matter Hunt – Find examples of solids, liquids and gases outside (e.g. rocks, puddles, air/wind).
· Shadow Tracking – Observe how shadows change during the day. What does this tell you about the sun?
· Mini Climate Study – Compare a sunny and shady spot. Which is warmer? Why?
· Build a Shelter – Use natural materials to build a small structure. Which biome might it suit?
Research ideas
· What are solids, liquids and gases? – Create a poster explaining their properties and examples.
· The Water Cycle – Draw and label the stages: evaporation, condensation and precipitation.
· Biomes of the World – Choose a biome and create a fact file about its climate, plants and animals.
· Which Biome is Best to Live In? – Give your opinion and explain why using facts.
· Famous Scientists – Research scientists who studied materials or climate.

· Local Park or Nature Reserve – Observe different plants and animals. Which biome might they belong to?
· Science Museum – Explore exhibits about materials, energy and changes in matter.
