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We are using My Happy Mind to teach our PSHE.
This module focuses on bringing together everything the children have learnt throughout the My Happy Mind curriculum. It has a particular focus on using the knowledge and skills they have acquired to help them engage in the world through Goal Setting. Integral to this is focusing on the Character Strength of perseverance, which links closely to resilience. 


English: 
In English, our first text Driver is ‘The Thames and Tide Club – The Secret City’ by Katya Balen. We will create our own fantasy narratives using various mediums e.g. persuasive letters, diary entries and advertisements.   
Our final outcome is based on Flotsam by David Wiesner. The focus writing here will link to mystery narratives. Children will write their own postcards, setting descriptions, non-chronological reports and ‘message in a bottle’ letters.
In Destination Reader, we will be starting back with ‘Prediction’ as our first strategy. Children will recap and recall what makes good predictions. We have three weeks focusing on ‘The Firework Maker’s Daughter’ by Phillip Pullman followed by three weeks of strategies focusing on ‘Escape from Pompeii’ by Christina Balit. Each week we will experience unseen texts for our ‘Big Picture’ comprehension lessons.



Children continue to take part in whole class daily ‘Destination Reader’ reading sessions, which focus on the different comprehension strands and apply this to their reading. During this half-term, we will be focusing on the following books; Ug by Raymond Briggs and Revolting Rhymes by Roald Dahl.

Please support your children with reading daily and by discussing what they have been reading. Please ensure your child has their individual reading book and record in school every day.



History:
This project teaches children about the history and structure of ancient Rome and the Roman Empire, including an exploration of the Romanisation of Britain. 
They will discover the absolute power of the Roman emperors and study the hierarchies of Roman society and the Roman army. They will study the first invasions of Britain in 55 and 54 BC and the Roman conquest of Britain in AD 43. They will learn about Boudicca’s rebellion, Hadrian’s Wall and the Romanisation of Britain, including how Christianity came to Britain and investigate the legacy of Roman Britain in their local area.

Physical Education
Indoor P.E. for this half-term is Gymnastics. We will be returning to focus on travelling and extending our repertoire to include rolling and jumping using our gymnastics equipment, as well as mats as part of our circuits.
Outdoor P.E. continues to be led by coach, Toby from Chelsea Football Foundation on a Monday. This half term the focus is golf.

Science: Lights and Shadows
Children will learn what light is and that the absence of light is ‘dark’. We will learn about how light from the sun is dangerous and think about how we can protect ourselves. We will look and investigate how shadows are formed when light is blocked by an opaque object, as well as find patterns in the way that the size of shadows change.                                             
Art:
This project teaches children about the genre of figure drawing. They study the figure drawings and urban landscapes of the artist LS Lowry and create artwork in his style to show scenes from their school.

Music 
Our sing up learning scheme continues this half term with the unit, ‘Just three notes – Samba with Sergio’!
French
Children will be learning about food, fruits and vegetables.
Computing
In computing we will be continuing to use Purple Mash.  This term we will be looking at Branching Databases and Simulations.
R.E.
Our RE this half-term focuses on the theme of ‘Remembering’ and the Jewish festival of Shabbat (Rest). During Shabbat, Jewish people remember the story of Creation. We will look at how Jewish people celebrate Shabbat in different ways.

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Maths
Year 3 will be finalising our learning on mass and capacity with equivalent masses before revisiting Fractions.  
We will be learning to add and subtract fractions. Partitioning the whole and looking at unit fractions of a set of objects as well as non-unit fractions of a set of objects. We will be reasoning with fractions of an amount also. 

Finally, we will focus on Money looking at pound and pence, converting pounds and pence. Before learning to add with money, subtract with money and find change. An enjoyable, practical and varied learning journey with Maths this half term I think you’ll agree
